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1. DISSERTATION SUMMARY 

The dissertation analyzes the impact of various types of risks on income and identifies factors affecting the choice of coping of rural households in Vietnam in the period 2008-2016. Results from analysing the fixed effects model show that there are not different in the income among risk which households faced, except for the natural risk that negatively affects to non-agricultural income, other income.  The research illustrates that the households faced economic risks, or personal risks having lower wages, and those at private risk will have higher other incomes. To identify the factors that affect the choice of household response, the dissertation uses a logit model for panel data. The results show that most households reduce expenditure to cope with risk. Households often diversify their income when they face natural risks or pests and diseases, with different levels of choice which depends on the loss of the risks faced. The households face economic risks, or personal risks that do not affect the household's option of income diversification. Despite the natural risks, or economic risks that do not affect the decision to receive supports from friends and relatives, these are the basic responses that most households facing private risks choose; Furthermore the households facing pests and disease risks will reduce this option. Besides, the financial options (such as savings, loans) and health insurance are also affected by certain risks, depending on the characteristics of each type of risk. Moreover, the households are affected by the risks related to natural or economic factors, they do not make anything to increase. On that basis, the dissertation makes recommendations on policies and solutions that are appropriate to the actual conditions of Vietnam to reduce the extent of damage and enhance resilience when households face risks.
2. THE NEW SCIENTIFIC FINDINGS
First, the idea of the severity and resilience of each type of risk measured overtime at the year of the occurrence of the risk and the next  year . 

Secondly, the research analyzes the difference in the level of the impact of types of risks by household characteristics through interactive variables between households with a certain type of risk and characteristics of households by type that risk. 

Thirdly, the study measures the effects of four types of natural risks, pests, diseases, economic and personal risks at the same time, and also analyzes each specific type of risk separately for income sources of rural Vietnamese households. 

Fourthly, the research analyzes the effects of different types of risks on each income source (including income from agriculture, wages, non-agriculture, and other income). 

Fifthly, the research analyzes the factors that influence the choice of measures to cope with household risks, with the new point of the study is the identification of the differences between household groups by income and risk attitude in selecting the responses. The dissertation detailes the coping measures into seven typical household responses.

3. APPLICATIONS/ APPLICABILITY IN PRACTICE AND SUGGESTION FOR FURTHER STUDIES 

The use of database to access household resources for the period 2008-2016 is the basis for analyzing the situation of risks, income, and coping measures of households in the period of 2008 - 2016, along with quantitative analysis that helped the dissertation systematically research on ways to overcome risks, respond sustainably, and propose more convincing policy recommendations.

One valuable advantage and difference of the study is the use of database to access household resources for the period 2008-2016. The advantage of this database is the in-depth survey of households in the countryside stretches over 12 provinces of Vietnam. The questions are very detailed on all aspects of the households; more specifically, questions related to risks of household, income, and coping measures. On the other hand, the data collected from 2008 to 2016 is the most up-to-date database, consistent with the changing context of rural Vietnam and is long enough to reflect the agricultural and rural development stages . The use of this database is the basis for analyzing the situation of risks, income, and coping measures of households in the period of 2008 - 2016, along with quantitative analysis that helped the dissertation systematically research on ways to overcome risks, respond sustainably, and propose more convincing policy recommendations. The data in this dissertation is only up to 2016 due to the problem of data latency; it is also a new suggestion for the next research in the future. 
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
