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1. ESSENCES OF DISSERTATION

Objectives of the dissertation.
· Study theoretical and practical basis of the relationship between Intellectual Property Rights (IPRs) and Competitive Law. From that point out the necessary to regulate the enforcement of IPRs through Competitive Law.
· Based on the provisions of the laws of developed countries, with their experiences, effective application of competitive law in the field of IP to identify the principles and regulatory limits of competitive law to IPRs.
· Assess the status of provisions of the Law of Vietnam which regulating the enforcement of IPRs in relation to the Competitive Law, indicating the contents that have not been resolved by the Law itself and/or are still limited; in order to offer complete solutions.
Object and Scope of the study: 
Within the thesis content, the author only analyzes and assesses the regulation of Competitive Law for the abuse of IPRs, in particular the inventions during the process of transferring IPRs.
Research Methods
The thesis hereby presented based on the theoretical basis of Marxism-Leninism on the state and the law with the fundamental research method as dialectical materialism. Besides, the author further applies specific methods such as: analytical methods, synthesizing materials, jurisprudence comparisons, cases studies and legal documents research.
Theoretical and Practical signification:

Through the content presented, the thesis has clarified the following:
· Analysis of theoretical and practical basis to assess the negative impact of the IPRs implementation on the competitive environment.
· Determining the demands and regulatory limits of Competitive Law for IPRs activities to ensure the balance of interests regarding related parties.
· Analyzing the relationship between Competitive Law and IP Law in the Vietnamese legal system in order to demonstrate the existing limitations in the regulation of the Competitive Law to the enforcement of IPRs, thereby proposing complete solutions for process of developing and applying the relevant provisions.
2. RESEARCH RESULT OF THE THESIS 

From the analysis and assessment of the impacts of intellectual property enforcement activities on the competitive environment, the author has reached a number of conclusions as follows:
1. Besides the positive impact on competitive activities, the enforcement of IPRs is inclined to bring negative impacts on the competitive activities of subjects in the market. These concerns may stem from the law itself when giving owners a competitive advantage for holding IPRs but may likewise stem from the exact behaviors of abuse of IPRs of the owners.
2. In order to ensure a healthy competitive environment and ensure the lawful rights of IPRs owners in a harmonious relationship with the interests of the community and the nation, the enforcement of IPRs needs to be regulated not only by Competitive Law but also the provisions of IP Law.
3. Stemming from the features of intellectual property, the application of the provisions of the Competitive Law to regulate the behaviors of restrain of competition arising from IPRs requires separate, specific provisions to ensure the legal rights which the IP Law has acknowledged and protected for owners. In other words, the application of the provisions of Competitive Law to the enforcement of property rights must be placed in relation to the IP Law.
Deriving from the above conclusions, in order to ensure the efficiency of law enforcement in Vietnam in the coming time, and to encourage investment, creativity, access to science and technology of the community as well as ensure a healthy competitive environment, contribution in the development of the national economy; the author has composed a number of recommendations to improve the Competitive Law policy in regulating the enforcement of IPRs. 
Firstly, the regulation of the Competitive Law must ensure the purpose of innovation and creative research of enterprises yet necessary to conform to the international commitments in which Vietnam is a member.
Secondly, the regulatory limit of Competitive Law for the enforcement of IPRs must be built in the correlation between scientific and technological development and ensuring a fair competition environment based on criteria (i) the implementing subject (ii) the scope of application (iii) the basis for determining the violation. At the same time, the principle for determining the violation of specific behaviors of the subject is the principle of “rule of reason” instead of “per se illegal”.
Thirdly, the competent government agencies shall coordinate to issue a document guiding the application (interpretation) of provisions of Competitive Law related to the enforcement of IPRs in addition to the current provisions of Competitive and IP Laws.
Fourthly, to ensure effective enforcement of the laws governing behaviors of abusing IPRs, a number of provisions of the 2005 IP Law need to be amended regarding the refusal of transfer, requires a reverse transfer.
Finally, there should be a division, coordination as well as different establishment of the relevant agencies and departments to ensure the regulation effect of the Competitive Law on the enforcement of IPRs; in order to promote healthy competition, promote innovation research, ensure the motivation of national economic development as well as improve welfare for the consumers.

3. QUESTION ISSUES TO CONTINUE RESEARCH
The author assumes to continue researching anti-competitive agreements related to IPRs in order to complete the entire picture of IPRs in relation to Competitive Law in the forthcoming era.
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
