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1. SUMMARY OF THE THESIS:
The thesis has 5 chapters including 179 pages, of which, chapter 1 of the thesis introduces the urgency of the topic, an overview of the research situation of domestic and foreign works related to the topic in order to  identify the research gaps. The main objectives of the study are: 1) to propose a way to measure the social capital of shrimp farming households; 2) to assess the impact of social capital on the market access and income of shrimp farmers; 3) to propose a solution to expand the social capital of shrimp farmers. Chapter 2 clarifies the theories related to the thesis such as: social capital, household characteristics, market access, relationships between social capital and market access; social capital and income. This is the theoretical part that is applied throughout the thesis. Chapter 3 is presented with research methods including qualitative and quantitative research methods; the research data were obtained in 4 provinces namely Ca Mau, Bac Lieu, Ben Tre and Tra Vinh. In addition, this chapter also proposes research models and research hypotheses. Chapter 4 presents: 1) the impact of social capital on market access (credit market, land market, labor market, agricultural materials market and aquaculture extension services , output market); 2) the impact of social capital on the income of shrimp farming households. Chapter 5 of the thesis is presented based on the results of the research model as well as the social network development policies of the State to offer solutions to expand social capital of shrimp farming households in the Mekong Delta.

2. NEW RESULTS OF THE THESIS:


Identify and measure social capital of shrimp farming households.



Analyze the impact of social capital on access to credit markets, land markets, labor markets, materials markets and fisheries and aquaculture extension services, output markets.



Proposing solutions to expand social capital of shrimp farming households.

3. APPLICATIONS/ PRACTICAL APPLICABILITY OR  SUGGESTIONS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH:


Practical applicability

The reality of social capital is, in particular, the actual relationship between shrimp farming households and the current community network. This is empirical evidence, which helps local authorities at all levels to orient sustainable development of shrimp farming.

The thesis is a useful reference for researchers, managers, lecturers and graduate students in higher education institutions when studying the social capital of shrimp farmers. as a prerequisite for future research.



Suggestions for further research


Measuring social capital for household economic efficiency by Likert scale through multiple regression models or SEM linear structure equation model.


Recently, overseas researches on social capital have also given directions for dealing with endogenous and exogenous variables. This is a very necessary technique for the thesis but the author has not yet processed it.
