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1. THESIS SUMMARY

On the basis of researching reasoning issues related to multi-dimensional poverty and sustainable poverty reduction, the fundamental theory has been chosen for this thesis, from which to build a research framework based on the reasoning in poverty reduction in accordance with the multi-dimensional approach in the Southeast region. In the thesis, the reality of poverty has been analyzed and assessed according to the multi-dimensional poverty approach in the Southeast region based on practical evidence from primary and secondary data. The thesis has assessed the factors affecting the probability and improbability of household multi-dimensional poverty, and at the same time, new contexts affecting poverty and poverty reduction according to the multi-dimensional poverty approach in the Southeast region, thereby serving as a basis for proposing a system of solutions to the problem in the near future.

In addition to the introduction and conclusion, the thesis is composed of 04 chapters as follows:

Chapter 1: Overview of research on poverty and research methods.

Chapter 2: Theoretical and practical foundations of poverty.

Chapter 3: Situation of multi-dimensional poverty in the Southeast region.

Chapter 4: Orientation and solutions to reduce multi-dimensional poverty in the Southeast region.

2. NEW RESULTS OF THE THESIS

The thesis has systematized the issues of poverty reduction according to the multi-dimensional approach and the approach to livelihood capital. In the process of developing poverty reduction policies, Vietnam has approached many poverty reduction methods including (1) a top-down approach and (2) a participatory approach to building up poverty reduction plan. However, these two approaches show limitations in achieving comprehensive poverty reduction. Therefore, the thesis has approached the problem of poverty reduction by sustainable livelihood capital towards sustainable multi-dimensional poverty reduction. On the basis of the assessment of the poverty situation by approaching to multi-dimensional poverty in the Southeast region as well as determining the extent of factors influencing multi-dimensional poverty in the region, including new factors such as education, health care, level of poverty, etc. As well as evaluating the poverty reduction policy in the past time and the impacts of the new context, the topic has given a panorama picture of the current situation of multi-dimensional poverty in the Southeast region, identifying the basic causes leading to poverty, and then recommending solutions to increase the effectiveness of welfare policies for the poor, having sustainable and long-term impacts for hunger eradication and poverty reduction in the Southeast region.

The results of the project will be part of information for the authorities of the provinces and cities in the Southeast region to consider and apply in making poverty reduction policies.

3. APPLICATIONS/ THEIR POSSIBLE USES IN PRACTICE or ISSUES THAT NEED CONTINUED RESEARCH

The thesis topic has certain limitations due to lack of research resources. Firstly, the livelihood-based poverty reduction approach still has some limitations that need to be improved: (i) results-based approach, (ii) harmonizing the interests of the state, the market and the community, (iii) value chain approach. Secondly, the thesis only focuses on research on the multi-dimensional poor group without mentioning the near-poor group and the group having escaped poverty. Likewise, the thesis does not consider the multi-dimensional poverty reality and the factors affecting multidimensional poverty in each residential group of, such as, ethnicity, income, expenditure, city, or country. Thirdly, with the model of factors affecting multi-dimensional poverty, the author only considers those affecting multi-dimensional poor and non-poor probabilities without considering factors such as: having escaped poverty/ returning to poverty or the multidimensional poverty level of the household in each dimension or the multidimensional poverty index. Fourthly, although the thesis topic is carried out in the Southeast region, the author only approaches the problem of multidimensional poverty for the whole region without realizing intensively to solve the problem of multidimensional poverty for each province and city in the region. Based on these limitations, further studies should be exploited to provide empirical evidence to create a stronger reasoning foundation for the development of multi-dimensional poverty reduction and sustainable poverty reduction programs and projects for the Southeast region in particular and Vietnam in general.
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
